The Indian Institute of Management Udaipur secured 88th rank globally in the FT Masters in
Management 2023 Global Ranking for its two-year MBA program. The FT MIM ranking 2023 lists the
top global colleges in management education. IIM Udaipur maintained the legacy of keeping a steady
position in top 100 institutes for the fifth consecutive year, and it’s also notable that IIM Udaipur is
ranked fifth amongst all IIMs listed in the FT MIM Ranking for the year along with- IIM Ahmedabad

User contribution to virtual communities (e.g., Yelp, Quora, etc.) is mostly
voluntary. Awards (badges, leaderboard ranks, etc.) are widely employed to
encourage sustained contributions. These awards typically hold no real-life
benefits for the awardee. So, it is interesting to find out how and why awards
work in virtual environments. The study reveals that the overall impact of the
award is contingent upon the aspect of contribution (quantity vs. quality) and
novelty of the award (first time vs. repeated). A first-time award feels novel and
motivates people to contribute more (e.g., write more reviews on Yelp).

But it tends to lose its effect if administered again and again. Interestingly, the quality of contribution (e.g., how well
you write a review on Yelp) is weakly determined by award. Quality is an intrinsically motivated performance
parameter. People inherently get better at a task with practice, which awards do supplement, only slightly. Virtual
community managers may find the study insightful. 

Information & Management

Asian-Indian students remain an extremely underrepresented and
understudied group, and with the unique experience this group faces, they
also face a new set of challenges. In this study, using 177 in-depth interviews,
the problems and obstacles faced by Asian-Indian students are studied, and
the coping mechanisms with which they deal with these are found, along with
how they determine which tracks to go into. Additionally, the literature
regarding Social Reproduction Theory and Critical Race Theory are expanded
upon.

Tracking signifies specialization. It also generates educational inequality. Yet,
the theories on educational inequality do not explicate the tracking-related
challenges of students. Theories on socialization and identity work suggest
identity as a coping mechanism when students deal with educational
challenges. Still, the role of identity in tracking-related challenges remain
unexplored. This study addresses these gaps. Deriving data from 177 in-depth
interviews it shows when students begin their tracking journeys, they suffer
identity issues. They cope by reidentifying themselves.
